 Representatives at the 2010 Council on Legislation approved an enactment in April to add a 
fifth Avenue of Service: New Generations.  This used to be a part of vocational service. The Avenue 
of New Generations recognizes the positive change implemented by youth and young adults in-
volved in leadership development activities, community and international service projects, and ex-
change programs that enrich and foster world peace and cultural understanding. It will include 
ROVA, RYLA, Interact, Youth Exchange and other forms of youth service previously included in 
Vocational Service.

E-clubs conduct meetings in Chinese, English, Finnish, 
Greek, Portuguese, and Spanish. Collectively, they have 
contributed almost US$150,000 to the Foundation. 
Several district 7280 members have already attended e-
club meetings to get a makeup for missing  one of their 
regular meetings.   
 RI now makes it mandatory to have the most 
recent past president as a member of the board (it was 
only suggested in the past) so I guess Jack is just out of 
luck. 
 RI is now enforcing the rule that a district must 
have 1,200 or more members. Next year, a district that 
includes part of eastern Pennsylvania will be merged into 
the adjacent districts. Note that district 7300 surrounding 
Pittsburgh is currently fewer than 50 members over the 
minimum. 
 International Dues will increase by $1 per year 
for the next several years starting at $48 this year. 
 US and Canadian Rotarians will now have the 
option of receiving the ROTARIAN magazine electroni-
cally only, however if they do so, their dues will not be 
reduced accordingly.
